A wave feature on river left was 
designed to be separated from 
a boat and fish passage channel 
on the right. The existing 
fishery provides some of the 
best fishing in the state. Close 
coordination with Colorado 
Parks and Wildlife ensured the 
protection and improvement of 
the fish habitat in this stretch. 
Since construction completion, 
anglers have taken to fishing 
the installed habitat boulders 
both up and downstream of the 
feature. The site is a popular 
put-in for both commercial 
and private boaters on a fun 
Class II-III stretch.  The feature 
was designed to maintain the 
whitewater character of the river 

and meet hydraulic conditions for downstream drift boat passage 
and upstream fish passage. The whitewater park design incorporated 
habitat friendly elements, such as no grouted boulders. This 
maintains small alcoves and eddies for fish to use when migrating 
upstream.
